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šestka OPENS TOMORROW 

AS THE FIRST SHOPPING CENTRE 

TO SERVE PRAGUE 6 

The opening day of Šestka Shopping Centre is here! Located in the City District of Prague 6, at the junction of Evropská Street and the Prague Ring Road, in proximity to Praha-Ruzyně Airport, the new shopping scheme known as Šestka will offer over 100 shops, including restaurants, cafés and fast food facilities. The opening ceremony takes place tomorrow at   9.00 am. In addition to a hypermarket, Šestka will provide its customers with popular clothing brands, as well as luxury designer clothes, footwear, fashion accessories, sports and leisure equipment, perfumes, natural cosmetics, electronics, household appliances and children’s goods. The centre will also incorporate a bank office, a hairdresser, nail studio, a florist, an express drycleaner, a mobile phones brand retail outlet/service, an optician and a children’s playing area. Parking will be provided in a rooftop car park (770 parking places) easily accessible in access ramps and also in roofed parking available on the first floor (360 parking places). The total costs associated with the Šestka scheme have exceeded CZK 1.5 billion. Šestka will be open every day from 9 am to 9 pm. Last but not least, an exciting accompanying programme is prepared for visitors on the opening day. 
The retail mix in Šestka Shopping Centre is dominated by the favourite Hypernova chain store, which will certainly be of great benefit to local people as there has been a limited range of choices of food and consumer goods. More than half of hundred shops will offer not only popular fashion brands that are already well established in the Czech Republic, such as New Yorker, S.Oliver, Orsay, Diesel, Levis, OP Prostějov, Kenvelo and others but also brands that are entering the Czech market for the first time:

· Peacocks: large-sized shop with fashion for family, brand coming from the Great Britain

· Pimkie: chain focused on fashion trends for teenagers, coming from France and currently successful in different countries of the Western Europe

· Adams Kids: successful brand of children´s fashion, successful mainly in Great Britain

· Heavy Tools: sport fashion

· Funky Fish: accessorize

In shopping arcade can customers find also luxurious fashion brands, i.e. Tommy Hilfiger, GAS, Naf Naf, Sergio Tacchini, Lacoste, Camel, Marlboro Classics, Pierre Cardin, Pall Mall, Etam. Fashion clothes will be accompanied with shoe shops represented by traditional brands Baťa, Humanic or CCC shoes. Shops such as Intersport-Drapa, Adidas, Gild, Heavy Tools, Billabong and Rock-Point will offer sports and leisure time equipment. Children’s clothes and toys will be available at Adams Kids – first shop of this brand in the Czech Republic and the largest Pompo shop in Prague. The other shops and services at Šestka are exemplified by cosmetics, such as Sephora, Fann, LUSH, Body Basics and grocery Droxi. One of the important part of the shopping centre are also services such as express dry cleaners, Komerční banka, hairdresser Klier, flowers, newsagent, shoe repair, travel agent Blue Style, nail studio Euro Nails. Home appliances and electro will be available in Datart.

Thomas H. Villadsen, Director of TK Development, the developer of Šestka, said in his comment on the opening of the Shopping Centre: “We are extremely grateful for the opportunity to be the first to develop a large shopping centre in Prague 6, making a contribution to the growth of the area that serves as a focal point in the social and commercial life. We believe that Šestka will become an integral part of the City District of Prague 6, and its concept will be appreciated not only by local people, but also by those travelling to Ruzyně airport who will make the last stop there before departure from the Czech Republic.”

Šestka is very easily accessible by car and public transport. Drivers can use the exit at the junction of Evropská Street and the Prague Ring Road – Terminál Jih. As a result, the new development enjoys very easy access to other places in Prague 6 and, at the same time, to other city districts (Prague 5, Prague 13, Prague 4), as well as suburban areas of Praha-západ (Hostivice, Horoměřice, Nebušice and so on) and major towns (Kladno, Slaný). Public transport passengers have a choice between a free shuttle bus service Šestka from Vítězné Square, hotel Diplomat and regular bus routes serving the bus stop called “K letišti”: from either Dejvická (Metro Line A; bus No. 119), or Nové Butovice (Metro Line B; buses Nos. 179 and 225). 

The architects of Šestka have introduced a design concept that is completely new to Czech commercial centres. The slanting façades of the building are largely covered with soil and green vegetation to blend perfectly with the surrounding green areas. The access roads to the garage and the rooftop car park lead up the grassy slopes, which – at the same time – form longitudinal elevations of the building, naturally set in the countryside. A Czech studio known as d u m architekti was the key participant in creating the exterior design, while the renowned specialist in commercial real estate, Terry Evenden, participated in designing the interiors. 

TK Development has also plans for development of the area adjacent to the shopping centre. They are currently preparing Phase 2, which is aimed at the development of a retail park, a hotel complex, office buildings, a hobby market, as well as leisure facilities in proximity to Šestka. This large multi-purpose scheme will certainly contribute to the growth of the area, which will act as a focus of social and commercial life in the future.

The developer of the Šestka scheme is the Danish-based TK Development, which has acquired a wealth of experience in the field of construction of shopping centres. With their branches in Sweden, Finland, Germany, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland and the Czech Republic, they rank among the largest companies of their kind in Scandinavia and Central Europe. Conducting their operations in the Czech Republic since 1997, TK Development has already completed six projects such as Futurum Ostrava, Futurum Brno, Futurum Hradec Králové, Haná Olomouc and Varyáda Karlovy Vary. Another two projects have been carried out by TK Development in Slovakia (Dubeň Žilina, Optima Košice). All of the above shopping centres have been already sold to final investors. 

The investor in Šestka is Europolis, which purchased the scheme from TK Development last August.

The general contractor was GEMO Olomouc.

The manager of the Centre will be EMCM.
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
